In fact, they are both correct! The two
small dots above the ‘i’ in SCHUTZ,
is called an ‘'umlaut’ and is a common
symbol in the German language.
When an ‘umlaut’ is not available,
then an ‘e’ is to be added after the
‘', so it reads “schuetz”. It may seem
a little confusing to see variations
in the spelling, but hopefully this
short explanation will help to clarify
the matter.

Technical Update
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Harsh climatic conditions are known
to adversely affect the performance of
many types of packaging, with problems
such as cracking and splitting being well
documented. What many do not realise,
is that the SCHUTZ range of IBC's are
designed to withstand these conditions,
and even have a specific component to
combat harsh ultraviolet (UV) rays.

In  recognising the
importance of worthy
environmental projects,
SCHUTZ DSL recently
lent its support to the
National River Recovery
program in Australia, being organised
by a not for profit organisation
known as REGEN , and Greening
Australia. The programme involved
planting 27,000 new plants in the
Hawksbury-Napean river region in
NSW on the East coast of Australia,
as part of an ongoing rehabilitation
project for Australia’s rivers. SCHUTZ
DSL donated a number of IBC's that
were used to for water storage, as
part of the general regeneration work.

UV rays are measured in terms of
kiloLangleys. Highest levels are found
near the middle latitudinal regions with
readings of 200 kiloLangleys. Australia’s
UV levels are similar to this, ranging from
180-200 kiloLangleys, compared to only
100-140 kiloLangleys in Central Europe.
Given these high levels, Australian users
especially, need added protection to

The issue of implementing a standard
for the UV stabilisation of composite
IBC inner tanks, has been raised by
several bodies at the UN Committee
Meetings of Experts on the Transport
of Dangerous Goods. We are pleased
to advise the ALL IBC's manufactured
by SCHUTZ DSL exceed the preliminary
recommendations in these proposals.

SCHUTZ DSL recently attended
Australia’s  Hazardous  Materials
conference (HazMat) in Melbourne,
exhibiting the specific range of
ECOBULK IBC's approved for the
packaging of dangerous goods in groups
I and IIl. Conference delegates showed
particular interest in the SCHUTZ SX-EX
unit, and the latest security layer blow
moulding technology, both of which
are designed for when there is a risk
of flammable gas or vapours being
released into the air, and are certified
for hazardous EX zones 1 & 2. The
conference was an important forum for
industry leaders to address regulatory
and safety aspects associated with
the handling of hazardous goods. Our
presence at the event further reinforced
SCHUTZ DSL's commitment to meeting
the needs of this important sector.
